Instructions for the weekend project proposal.

The project proposal is a 4 page individually-written paper due Sunday noon at the course PROWL site.

It should contain the following parts

Title

Names of group members

Introduction.

This section should be approximately 2.5 pages long and contain the minimum of 3 references that support your major claims.

a) Problem statement (importance, background, context)

This portion should start with a broad discussion of the relationship between stream health and the issue you will address in your research. It should narrow down to the specific areas of hydrology/chemistry and ecology that the project addresses and explore the connections between hydrology/and ecology addressed in the project. 

b) Objectives of the study
Further narrow down to your problem statement specific hypothesis and their predictions you proposed to test (questions and anticipated answers if you will

Site description

Study design

Explain the logic of your study design, from overall logic to why particular parameters are measured. Include statistical tests that will be needed to analyze your data

Detailed methodology

Describe the sampling and data collection methods, as well as analytical approaches (as best you can). These methods should be clearly defined, so that various workers can follow the same protocols and collect data of a consistent quality.
Including materials/instruments needed and projected time line

Anticipated results
